Wingo’s Words 

 

On Saturday, January 21st Pleasant Green’s Connectional Table 

met to plan for 2012/2013.  We identified the primary task of the 

church as the forming and shaping disciples of Jesus Christ.  

Two  driving questions would guide our discussion as we consid-

ered the various programs and outreach ministries in which our church is involved.  The questions are 

simply:  ―How does this activity/practice form and shape us as we grow into our discipleship? And how 

does this activity/practice form and shape others into discipleship?‖ 
 

The result from that morning’s conversation was nothing short of amazing!  As a group, through our dis-

cussions, your Connectional Table recognized four paths into what I would call ―Kingdom Living‖. 
 

The first path is Prayer.   It was pointed out to us that before Jesus did anything…any healing…any 

teaching…any work…he prayed!  How often have we (myself included!) failed to take the time before any 

activity or action to lift our hearts in prayer!  We miss out when we fail to emulate the one we follow.  So 

then, everything we do as ―little Jesuses‖ (as disciples of the Living Lord), whether it is a simple lunch 

gathering or a grand foreign mission trip, everything we attempt needs…no deserves…to be intention-

ally bathed and steeped in prayer. 
 

The second path is to embrace the spiritual disciple of Giving, especially as it is reflected in practice of 

tithing.    As disciples of Jesus, we need to take seriously our responsibility to support the work of the 

kingdom by the way we give.  We honor God’s generosity by reflecting the same generous nature in our 

lives.  Let your life be a reflection of the gracious blessings that God has already given you.  Consider 

moving your giving into a tithe. 
 

The third path is being a community Helpmate .  This might take the shape of helping sister congrega-

tions who may be in need of some things that we have that we can share, or by embracing a local school 

that could benefit from a church/community partnership.  What a great way to expand the Kingdom!  

John Wesley said, ―the world is my parish‖.   Let’s continue to look beyond the walls of our building and 

into our communities—both locally and internationally—where we can be helpmates! 
 

 

The fourth path we identified is Marketing our church.  Now the term ―marketing‖ can invoke some 

negative connotations like those middle of the night infomercials.  But that’s not what we have in mind!  

Marketing is a way we can continue to ―tell our story‖.  To tell the story of how the community of faith 

gathered at Pleasant Green is making disciples for the transformation of the world!  To tell the story of 

how Pleasant Green is about the work of forming and shaping the disciples who gather for worship and 

study.  How will you tell the story of your church?  Would you share about our mission and outreach 

work?  Would you tell about our Afterschool/Summer Camp programs?  Our Youth program?  Our Back-

pack ministry? 
 

Prayer.  Giving.  Helpmate.  Marketing.  These are the paths to kingdom living that we’ll take in 

2012/2013.  Won’t you come and journey with us?

In his “ Plain Account of Christian Perfection, as believed and taught by the Reverend Mr. John Wesley, from the 
year 1725, to the year 1777; John Wesley said, … Whether we think of; or speak to, God, whether we act or suffer 
for him, all is prayer, when we have no other object than his love, and the desire of pleasing him. .. Prayer contin-
ues in the desire of the heart, though the understanding be employed on outward things.    In souls filled with 
love, the desire to please God is a continual prayer.”     http://gbgm-umc.org/umw/wesley/prayer.stm    
 

From the “Vatican City on December 12, 2001, John Paul II said that prayer cannot be understood without first 
appreciating the language of love. Prayer is not adverse to repetition, as someone who is in love does not hesitate 
to repeatedly express his affection for the beloved, the Pope told thousands of pilgrims attending the midweek

Adoration – tell God how much you love Him 
Confession – admit to the things you have done that displease Him  
Thanksgiving – say “thank you” for answered prayers and daily blessings 
Supplication – finally the asking part where we bring our requests to God”

the ways mentioned above:  thinking of God, speaking to Him, desiring to please God, listening to God; and, pray-
ing ACTS….What fulfilling ways to express our love for Him this February!

A One-Two Punch for Heart Health 
 

February is American Heart Month.  The month of love is dedicated to educating Americans 

about how to prevent heart disease, which is almost entirely preventable through diet and lifestyle 

yet it is still the #1 cause of death for both men and women in this country (a fact that is anything 

but romantic). 
 

Throughout the month, “heart healthy” will be the buzz phrase on the news, at work and in the 

gym.  Snag all of the heart-healthy recipes that you can and incorporate them into your family’s dinner routine--it’ a 

good thing.  Let’s go ahead and state that eating more plants in their whole form (after all, a chocolate chip cookie comes 

from plants....wheat flour and cocoa beans) and less saturated fat (from meat and animal products) and less sodium 

(found in abundance in processed and restaurant foods) are some the the most powerful and effective dietary changes 

that we can make.  There’s plenty of research showing we have the power to actually reverse heart disease with dramatic 

dietary and lifestyle changes.  But what can you do right now, right this minute to improve the health of your heart and 

decrease your risk of heart disease?  (Take this cue, start tapping your foot as you continue to read). 
 

There’s a growing body of “inactivity research” that links sitting for long periods of time (and the average American sits 

for 8 hours a day according to the American College of Sports Medicine) to heart disease, diabetes and obesity (also risk 

factors for heart disease), and some cancers.  Even avid hour+ per day exercisers are at an increased risk of disease if 

they sit for long periods of time--researchers are saying that exercise once during the day doesn’t counteract hours of 

sitting.   According to Dr. James A. Levine, MD, PhD, a leader in the emerging field of inactivity research, when we are 

sedentary, our calorie-burning rate drops (by about two-thirds), enzymes that remove fat from the bloodstream drop, and 

insulin effectiveness takes a dive. Triglyceride and blood sugar levels actually rise, and over time, HDL (the “good” cho-

lesterol) falls.  All of these things culminate a higher risk of weight gain, heart disease, diabetes and some cancers. 
 

If you sit for a majority of the day but you’re still tapping your foot, you’re already taking action!  Here’s the good news: 

the latest research is showing every little movement makes a difference!  Every strategy you can think of--from fidgeting 

more to taking a 5-minute stairwell climb once every hour--counts and adds up to knock down your disease risk!  Con-

tinue to think of ways that you can move more and just do it!  Here are a few examples--pace while talking on the phone, 

stand instead of sit anytime you can, leave the remote on top of the TV so you have to get up to change the channel, walk 

in place while watching TV, park in the spot furthest from the door, turn on the music and dance while cooking or clean-

ing up (or just dance), take one load or person’s laundry up and down the stairs at a time....really spread the love this 

month and go visit co-workers instead of using the phone! 

 

Pleasant Green UMC Achieves Rainbow Covenant Status for 2011 
 

              The North Carolina United Methodist Conference recognizes its member churches that go the “extra mile” by 

giving to “Advance Special” areas of missions.  The first requirement for being a Rainbow Covenant Church is to go the 

“first mile” by paying its apportionments in full.  The other requirement is to make contributions to all five lanes of mis-

sions.  Pleasant Green, once again (as it has for the past several years) will be recognized at the final Durham District 

Lay Rally on February 26th as being a 2011 Rainbow Covenant Church. 
 

The congregation of Pleasant Green has met both requirements for 2011 Rainbow Covenant Status.  We 

achieved the “first mile of giving” by paying, in full, our NC Conference Connectional Offerings totaling over $40,000.  

The “second mile” was achieved by participating in all five lanes of missions giving.  Below is a summary of the spe-
