Pleasant Green Financial Update 
 

2010, thus far, has been a year of recovery for our general oper-

ating fund.  As you may well remember, our 2009 operating 

fund began in a deficit and remained in jeopardy throughout 

most of the year.  It was not until after our General Fund Pledge 

initiative began that our fund balance changed from ñredò to 

ñblack.ò  Thanks be to God for His generous blessings upon the 

people of our church.  In response to Godôs abundance, our con-

gregation has given generously to His work here at Pleasant 

Green.  We continue to have enough to pay all our bills and obli-

gations with enough left over for small, unexpected emergen-

cies.  To be fully informed as to the state of our general fund 

balance, check the weekly financial report in the Sunday bulle-

tin. 

ñWell done, thy good and trustworthy servant.ò (The Parable of 

the Talents, Matthew 25:14 ï 29) 
 

Our building fund (Celebrate the Faith), used to make our 

monthly mortgage payment of $7,137.50 for our new sanctuary 

and educational facilities, however, is not holding up as well as 

our operating fund.  Gifts to the Celebrate the Faith Fund began 

to decrease in 2009 and  have drastically dropped in the first part 

of 2010.  It has been necessary to dip heavily into our building 

fund reserves in order to pay the monthly loan amount.  From 

the beginning of our Celebrate the Faith Capital Campaign over 

seven years ago until 2009, the building fund has received in-

come to equal or exceed the annual mortgage expenditures.  In 

2009 we received only 82% of our annual payment obligation of 

$85,650.  Based on 2010ôs gifts to the building fund through 

April 18, if giving continues at the current rate, it can be antici-

pated that only 62% of the total amount needed will be received 

this year.  If the fund continues is such a downward spiral, it can 

only be assumed that the reserves for the building fund will be 

depleted sometime toward the end of 2012, long before our 

building debt is retired.  Please be in prayer concerning how we 

can ñrise to the occasionò as did the Israelites in Exodus 35:4 ï

It is hard for me to believe that I have been here for a month already! I absolutely love it here at Pleasant Green 
United Methodist Church. I want to use this opportunity in my letter to talk about some new ideas that I and the 
Christian Education team have been looking in to. I have spent the past couple of weeks gathering weekly Sunday 
school attendance to see where our areas of growth would be along with these ideas pushed forth through the Con-
nectional Table. We have an average 70 people who attend Sunday School each Sunday, and an average overall  
worship attendance of 150 people. Over 50 percent of our congregation lacks Christian Education. 

 

 I believe growing in Christ and being a part of a group of people who learn, grow, and serve in their faith together 
is an absolute necessity. It is the DNA from which our tradition comes.  So here are some things you might see in 
the near future.  
 

         One I would love to start home groups. Home groups are a group of 8-12 people who would set aside a time             
         during the week and meet in a home to grow in Christ.  

 

          I also want to continue the line of 8-12 week bible studies that carry a practical application for people. I want        
          these studies to be able to help people where they might be struggling. For example offering a study for  
          òGodly parentingó or òManaging Finances.ó Studies that have a practical means to them.
