On June 6 th , Carr United Methodist Church will be celebrating their final worship service as that 
uniquely gathered community of faith.  It will, no doubt, be a bittersweet day for the congregation 
and their pastor Roberta Byram.  
 

Carr UMC was founded in 1886 near the corner of Pettigrew and Driver Streets in East Durham.  

After the original church was lost in a fire, Carr relocated to the corner of Main and Driver Streets, 
where they built their Educational Building (which, at one time, housed the Durham Public Li-
braryõs East Durham Branch).  Their sanctuary was completed in 1947.  Throughout their storied 
history Carr Church has been a mission focused and gospel oriented church.  
 

In 2007, the Carr congregation began a process of discernment, determining how best to maintain 
an effective United Methodist presence in East Durham.  As a result of this oft painful process, 
they faithfully decided to give their building and facilities to the Shepherdõs House UMC.   
 

Wishing to honor Carrõs courage and faithfulness to the gospel mandate, Pleasant Green graciously 
invited the Carr congregation to use its Chapel for their Sunday worship services. Over these past 
two years, Pleasant Green and Carr have shared meals, Bible studies and special worship events.  
Through this partnership we have learned from each other and grown together in faith.  While 
Carrõs membership will disperse to a number of congregations, on June 13th  the gathered commu-
nity at Pleasant Green will welcome several of Carrõs members into the life and community of 
Pleasant Green.  
 

I hope you will join me in fully embracing and welcoming these faithful Christian disciples.  I also 
invite  you to join us as we honor all our members who have joined over the course of this past 
year at our New Member Luncheon on June 13 th  after the 11:00 worship.  Just bring a covered 
dish and a fellowshipping spirit!
